Welcome to the Streets International Trainee Sponsorship Program. STREETS is a social enterprise that addresses the needs of socially and economically disadvantaged youth in the SE Asian region of the world. Our approach is to maximize the social profits of our projects, enabling our trainees to receive world class hospitality and culinary training, to work in clean, safe environments and live in healthy, comfortable surroundings whilst being part of our comprehensive program. Ultimately our aim is to empower young people through training, work experience, and a supportive community to lead independent productive live with dignity and pride. By applying professionalism and caring to our operations we can achieve a project that is truly self sustaining, generating enough revenue to enable successive groups of trainees reap the benefits long into the future. 

The Model 
The Streets International model is both simple and straightforward. Each project site in the region operates a commercial restaurant open to the public. During their 18 months with Streets the trainees learn a full range of skills in both food and beverage service and culinary arts. Their classroom knowledge is reinforced through practice while working in the restaurant under the supervision and guidance of qualified hospitality professionals. Upon graduation these former ‘disadvantaged’ kids become the first choice selection for many top hotels and restaurants in the locality. Testament to the quality of training certainly, but even more a celebration of the human spirit and the determination of these young people to grasp this opportunity and achieve their potential. 

Is Streets International a charity or an NGO? 

Neither. Streets is a non-profit social enterprise business. In order to be self-sustaining each project site strives to generate revenue and minimize operational costs. The resultant profits are retained by the project and reinvested in the program, improving facilities, increasing the numbers of trainees on the program, expanding the social and educational aspects, updating the learning resources etc. The beneficiaries of the success of the program are the young people, their immediate families and their local communities. 

Why Sponsor? 
The Streets sponsorship program is a wonderful way you can become involved in a project that is tangible, practical and produces clear and measurable results.

As a social enterprise business we need to be profitable, sponsorship is just one of the ways we can generate vital operating revenue along with restaurant sales, merchandizing materials and general donations. Our focus goes way beyond the narrow parameters of the balance sheet and ‘bottom line’ figures. We provide much more than just training. We aim to address every impediment the trainees faced prior to joining the program in order for them to focus fully on their studies and maximize their potential to achieve great things. 

How will my money be used?

By selecting the Educational Sponsorship option your contribution will help in defraying the costs relating to the educational aspects of the program including 

· Learning resources, computers, text books and training consumables 

· English Language, life skills, career guidance as well as the vocational training in hospitality   

· Bright, modern and well equipped classrooms and learning environments 

· Salaries of local and international teachers and technical trainers

The welfare sponsorship package helps Streets to defray the costs of addressing the social and psychological needs of the trainees on the program including

· Medical check-ups and health insurance

· Safe, secure and healthy accommodation in modern rented accommodation 

· Uniforms and all meals 

· Psychological counseling and support by trained professionals 

· Field trips and fun excursions 

The corporate sponsorship program is designed to enable businesses, international schools and charitable organizations (Rotary, Lions etc) play their part in addressing the social needs of the young people in the region. The program is flexible. A business might choose to sponsor a whole class of trainees. An international school might undertake specific fund raising target to support a class as they progress through the program. 

Where will my money be used?

Streets is a regional project. The initial focus is on SE Asia, specifically Vietnam, Philippines, Laos and Cambodia. Our vision is global. Once these 3 or 4 sites are operational and financially secure our goal is to expand to other regions of the globe.

Following best business practices your money will be allocated to project sites where it will be most effective in changing the lives of socially and economically disadvantaged young people. If, for example Streets in Vietnam is operating successfully and generating profits to maintain it’s own programs then sponsorship funds might well be allocated to another project site still struggling to establish itself. In any event you can be assured that your sponsorship money is being used for the maximum benefit of the kids on the programs wherever they may be. 

How can I monitor the progress of the trainee I sponsor? 

For ethical reasons and to protect the privacy of the individual trainee Streets does not link a particular sponsor with a single individual on the program. Instead sponsors will receive regular updates from a whole class or group of trainees. Our web site will carry regular features, stories and photographs of each new intake of trainees as they progress through the program and graduate with bright career prospects in front of them. 

We encourage all sponsors to visit any of the project sites, enjoy an excellent meal, meet the trainees and experience firsthand the results of their sponsorship generosity.    

Is the training program accredited? 
Yes. The world renowned Institute of Culinary Education in New York provides full accreditation for the Streets training program. Trainees graduate with a world-wide recognized certification enabling them to apply for the most sought after positions in the hospitality industry. Streets trainers are all experienced hospitality and educational specialists ensuring the highest standards of tution for the program’s participants.
